- Dolphins to Adopt -
	Shredder has one of the most distinctive of all dolphin dorsal fins in Koombana Bay, due to a shark attack in 1999. Following the attack, she became timid and retreated into the Estuary. She has now gained confidence and travels the local waters including Koombana Bay and along Back Beach with her calf, Suri, who was born in March 2010. 
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	Shanty is a real matriarch and gentle dolphin. Visitors comment on her peaceful nature. Shanty’s distinctive dorsal fin is easy to recognize, as there are no other dolphins with this shape in Koombana Bay. She has had several calves that we are aware of; many of whom have passed on, including a new born in January 2011. Osho, a male born in 1999 is still swimming the Bay along with Calypso who was born in 2009.  
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	Tangles is a very successful mother. She has had 3 calves that we know of. Over the years her life has been in danger several times – including being attacked by a shark in 2001 and becoming entangled in a large mass of fishing line in 2002 (hence her name!). Fortunately, she has defied all the odds and continues to live in Koombana Bay and visit the Interaction Zone. Tangles’ calf, Turbo, born in March 2005 unfortunately died in 2009.  Her new calf Shadow was born in 2009 and appears very fit.
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	Levy is a female calf of Thin Fin and has a similar ‘signature’ dorsal fin to her mother. She was first brought to the Interaction Zone by her mother in 1994 when she was only a few months old. Levy is now fully grown and continues to visit the Interaction Zone alone, and with other dolphins. Her first calf a female called Eclipse was born in 2009.  In 2011 she gave birth to her second calf who has yet to be named.
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	Nicky is a mature female, who has had a number of calves and regularly visits the Interaction Zone. Nicky had a calf, Storm, in 2004 which died at 7 months. She gave birth to another calf Rocket in February 2006. Poor Nicky recently was attacked by a shark and suffered terrible injuries to her dorsal fin. She has since made a remarkable recovery and demonstrates the remarkable healing power of dolphins in the wild. 
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	Osho is currently the only male to be included in our program and still visits us regularly both on the beach and during swim tours. He was born in 1999 and spent a lot of his early years at the Interaction Zone with his mum Shanty. He is now independent from his mother and spends a lot of his time with other juvenile males in their alliance group. His fin is easy to identify and his friendly and inquisitive nature thrills us all.
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
